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PROVISIONS
of the 4th International 
Forum of Ancient Cities “The cultural code of the ancient city”
1. General Provisions
1.1.
 The following provisions define the objective, goals, order, programme, categories of participants and conditions of participation in the 4th International Forum of Ancient Cities “The cultural code of the ancient city” (hereinafter – "Forum"), its resource and information support.
1.2. The Forum takes place in Ryazan, one of the oldest Russian cities, founded in 1095, on September, 22-26, 2021, under the Commission of the Russian Federation for UNESCO.
1.3.

The Founder of the Forum is the Government of the Ryazan Region.
1.4. The Forum is organized by:
· the Ministry for Culture and Tourism of the Ryazan region (hereinafter - “Ministry”);
· Administration of Ryazan;
· The Regional Scientific Universal Library named after Gorky;
·  the Information and Analytical Center for Culture and Tourism;
· the Center for Tourism Development in the Ryazan region;
· the Ryazan Regional Scientific and Methodological Center of Folk Art;
· the Ryazan Regional Drama Theatre awarded the ‘Badge of Honor’;
· the Ryazan Regional Puppet Theatre;

· the Ryazan Regional Philharmonic Society. 
1.5. The working languages of the Forum are Russian and English.
2. Objectives and Goals of the Forum
2.1. The objective of the Forum is consolidation of the Russian and world societies around the idea of preservation and development of the culture, history and traditions of ancient cities and their popularization.
2.2. Goals of the Forum:
- to promote the development of interregional and international partnership in terms of improvement of urban environment in historical cities, development of culture and tourism, popularization of historical and cultural heritage;
- to summarize the experience of practitioners and experts in preservation and development of historical cities;
- to position the best practices in preservation and development of ancient cities.
3. The Organizing Committee
3.1. The general management aimed at preparation and realization of the Forum is performed by the Organizing Committee of the Forum (hereinafter – “Organizing Committee”). It is made up of the representatives of the Founder, organizers, partners and other organizations that are directly involved in preparation and realization of the Forum. The Organizing Committee is established by the order of the Ministry for Culture and Tourism of the Ryazan region.
3.2. The Organizing Committee functions during the period of preparation and realization of the Forum in order to achieve its objective and reach the consequential goals of the Forum.
3.3. The Organizing Committee consists of its Chairman, Deputy Chairman and other members.
3.4. The Organizing Committee has the right to:
- appeal to experts with the aim of organization and realization of the events of the Forum;
- appeal to partners and sponsors with the aim of organization and realization of the events of the Forum;
- form and approve the programme of the Forum.
3.5. Meetings of the Organizing Committee are convened at the initiative of the Ministry to achieve the goals and objectives set for the Forum.
3.6. Decisions made by the Organizing Committee within its competence are mandatory for the participants, volunteers, guests of the Forum, as well as for all the persons involved in the organizational and preparatory work of the Forum.
4. The Program of the Forum
4.1. The Forum includes business and cultural programmes. 
4.1.1. The business program includes: 
·  plenary session of the Association of Ancient Cities of the World (hereinafter – “Association”), the work of thematic sections, which will continue to discuss the preservation of cultural heritage, cultural traditions, the development of historical science, art, tourism, education, architecture, comfortable urban environment, economy in ancient cities;
· open educational lecture series "School of Ancient Cities" with the participation of experts, architects, designers, sociologists, organizers of cultural programs, urban activists, creative youth.
4.1.2. The cultural program includes: 
· The Festival of Ancient instruments;
· The International contest of folk song artists "Voices of Ancient cities";
· The festival "Many Faces of Russia". Handicraft and souvenir rows;
· The Photo festival “The 2nd PhotoForum of Ancient Cities”
· The Opening of the interactive exhibition "Cultural facets of Ancient Cities»;
· The International online campaign ”The cultural scape of the ancient city”.

5. Participants of the Forum and forms of participation

5.1. Delegations of the world cities which are older than 500 years are invited to participate in the plenary session and thematic sections of the Association of Ancient Cities.
5.1.2. Delegations of ancient cities may include: members of local authorities and tourism industry, historians, local lore and museum specialists, designers of urban environment, architects, archaeologists, specialists in the field of protection of cultural heritage sites.
         5.1.3. The Representatives of Russian cities are suggested to participate both in person and in distant (online) format. Regarding the format of participation of foreign cities representatives, the decision shall be taken after consultation between the parties. All of the offline participants are required to present a negative result of the COVID-19 PCR test that was taken no earlier than 72 hours before the start of the Forum or a COVID vaccination certificate.
5.1.4. The following thematic areas are proposed for discussion at the plenary sessions and thematic sections of the Association of Ancient Cities:
         -  archaeology;
         -  architecture;
         -  literature;
         -  art;
         -  history.

5.2. Professional and amateur photographers regardless of their residence are invited to take part in the photo festival “The 2nd PhotoForum of Ancient Cities” (hereinafter – “PhotoForum”).
5.2.1. The photos sent to the PhotoForum are to be taken in cities that are older than 500 years.
5.2.2. Photos will be accepted on the official website of the PhotoForum http://drevniegoroda.ru/ from April 15 till July 31, 2021. The website will also include detailed information about the founder, partners and sponsors of the festival, copyright, the procedure for selecting works for their further use in an interactive photo exhibition "Cultural facets of Ancient Cities».
